A cute little BABY GIRL (9 mos) snores in her car seat as her
cigarette falls from her mouth.

INT. KITCHEN - DAY

A BABY BOY (11 mos) bounces in his colorful activity cradle
with a grin. And a lit cigarette.

INT. CRIB.- NIGHT

An INFANT GIRL (1) cries in her crib. Her MOM (28) comes in
with a 1lit cigarette to teethe on. The infant coos.

SIGOURNEY WEAVER (67) narrates the punchline.
